THE OLD COURTHOUSE SQUARE
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Designated as a Public Square in the original
Ocala plat of 1846, this location was the site of
Marion County's first Permanent courthoude
built in 1851. If was a two-story frame building
of Colonial design. The second courthouse was
grected on this site in 1884, a two-story brick
cube. Public dissatisfaction caused a third

courthouse with more adequate space to be built
in 1906. It was of Roman design with a clock dome
and veneered walls of Indiana Sandstone. In 19635,
when public efforts to save it failed,it was demolished,
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Elvis Presley emerges from Commercial Bank (now
SunTrust) in downtown Ocala during the filming of
"Follow That Dream.” The old movie will kick off the third
Silver Springs International Film Festival; its name also
will serve as the festival's theme.
